The Norwegians have a tradition of serving 

a minimum of  seven sorts of cookies at 

Christmastime. There are several popular 

varieties; many use the same or similar 

ingredients but yet have their own distinct 

traits.  It may be surprising to us Americans, 

but none of the traditional recipes contain 

chocolate. The lighter colored cookies are 

often shortbreads while the darker cookies 

are frequently gingerbreads. The selection 

served can vary depending on region and 

household ðoften reflecting their particular  

preferences. Many cooks may forego 

making certain types of cookies because 

they lack the special tools/ tins that are 

needed and/or the recipe is labor intensive.  

Fresh homemade cookies baking in the 

oven permeates a house with such a 

wonderful aroma. Even so, many hostesses 

choose to buy some or all of their cookies, 

which is okay. The kinds or source of the 

cookies served is not as important as the 

selectionñtradition claims that it is bad luck 

to have less than seven 

sorts of cookies available 

for the guests during 

Christmas festivities.    

Often the seven varieties 

are served on a tiered tray. 

Cookies such as 

macaroons, kransefinger, 

pepperkaker (gingerbread), 

and peppernotter (Ginger 

nuts) can be left sitting out for days 

(making less work for the hostess).
